Together, we granted $1.5 million for the betterment of Minnesota State Fair buildings,

grounds and educational programs. Our partnerships with you brought great results:

Funding for improvements to the newly named Lee and Rose Warner Coliseum. 

Mr. Warner served on the Agricultural Society Board of Managers from 1919 to

1944 as vice president, and Mrs. Warner was a steadfast supporter of the State Fair,

especially horticulture activities. 

Funding for the new CHS Miracle of Birth and FFA Center featuring agricultural 

education. Hundreds of FFA friends, veterinarians and agricultural companies

stepped forward to fund this project. 

Funding for restoration of the newly named J.V. Bailey House, the 1911 greenhouse 

residence. Mr. Bailey, founder of Bailey Nurseries, was State Fair Superintendent of

Horticulture from 1912 to 1923, and later served for ten years on the Agricultural

Society Board. 

Funding for a new agricultural education stage named for Christensen Farms in 

front of the new FFA Center on Judson Avenue — gateway to animal agriculture at

the State Fair.

And 61 recognition benches putting more great names on the fairgrounds.

In community outreach, we joined hands with experts in community forestry to host the

official Minnesota Arbor Day celebration when we planted 20 disease resistant elms, 

funded by our donors, on the fairgrounds. At the 2006 State Fair, we hosted the Minnesota

Historical Society in support of the state’s upcoming sesquicentennial in 2008. We kicked

off the 2006 State Fair with 425 guests at our great pre-fair get-together.

An important part of State Fair history was preserved with the

restoration of the historic greenhouse residence. This is one of the

last remaining homes on the fairgrounds. It was the home for

State Fair greenhouse superintendents and groundskeepers from

the 1920s to 2004. Newly named for J.V. Bailey, the residence has

archives, exhibits, meeting space and offices for the State Fair

Foundation.  

“My grandfather, J.V., was a pioneer in the Minnesota nursery

industry and supported the State Fair with his energy and time 

as a member and president of the State Fair Board in the 1920s

and 1930s. We continue to believe the State Fair is worthy of 

our support, and are pleased to honor his name with our 

contribution,” said Gordon Bailey, Jr. 
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We want the next generation to experience this great tradition.

To make it so, the Minnesota State Fair Foundation asks for 

your help. The situation is this — during the past several years, 

the State Fair conducted an extensive review of its facilities 

and developed a master plan designed to preserve and improve

the State Fairgrounds for future generations. The State Fair 

determined the need for significant investments in maintenance

and capital work over the next decade. 

The State Fair approaches this need by looking at a diversity of

funding sources. First, the fair created an increasingly favorable

net income from its annual operations by increasing income from

gate and Grandstand ticket prices, raising fees to commercial

exhibitors and concessionaires and developing new revenue

opportunities during the fair and the non-fair events season. 

Also, the fair obtained authority to issue its own revenue bonds,

which were used to renovate the historic Grandstand. Finally, 

the Minnesota State Fair Foundation was launched in 2002 

to bring forward private contributions.

So up on the second floor of the J.V. Bailey House, out on 

the fairgrounds and into the community, we work together 

to preserve and improve these historic and educational 

fairgrounds. Yes, everyone — two-thirds of Minnesotans — 

cherishes something about the Minnesota State Fair. It’s the

place where families meet families, companies meet customers,

urban meets rural, old meets young, and we come together. 

From art to agriculture and from

Austin to Bemidji, it will take many

contributions at every level of giving.

• We made grants to the Agricultural Society (State Fair) of

$1.5 million, primarily for the CHS Miracle of Birth and FFA

Center. It was the largest granting year in the history of the

State Fair Foundation which was created by the State Fair 

and community leaders in 2001. 

• We more than doubled contributions from the previous 

year (2005), resulting in $2.2 million in gifts and pledges 

from individuals, corporations and foundations. 

• We received the largest gift in the history of the State Fair 

Foundation from the Lee & Rose Warner Foundation. This 

gift provides funds to improve the newly named Lee and 

Rose Warner Coliseum. 

• We completed our first historic restoration project with 

funding from the Bailey family, resulting in the J.V. Bailey 

House where our community friends gather for meetings 

and dialogue for the future of the State Fair.

• We had fundraising and administrative expenses of 17 

percent of total expenditures, significantly below the 

Minnesota Charities Review Council’s recommended 30 

percent. 

• We are grateful for the support from the Agricultural Society 

(State Fair), and for hundreds of hours of service from 

our 100 community volunteers who bring many fine talents, 

expertise and enthusiasm.

He received his DVM from

the University of Minnesota’s College of

Veterinary Medicine and currently teaches

there. Dr. Bell serves as chairman of the

James Ford Bell Foundation and is the 

chair-elect of the Greater Minneapolis Council of Churches. 

He is a trustee of the Minneapolis Institute of Arts, a long-time

member of the advisory board of The James Ford Bell Museum

of  Natural History at the University of Minnesota, and a trustee

of Westminster Presbyterian Church.

Jim Foss is a retired farmer and an active 

community volunteer. He is involved with the

Kenyon Wanamingo Education Foundation

and serves on the board of the Minnesota

Livestock Breeders. He also has many 

years of service with the Goodhue County
